Berkshire Orienteers and British Army Orienteering Club welcome you to the 
2007 Concorde Chase.

Directions: 

The event is being held at Gibraltar Barracks, using the Hawley and Hornley Forest. Gibraltar Barracks can be accessed just off the A327 at GR SU823584.
You will be signed from the junction of the A30 with the A327 between Yateley and Blackwater near Camberley (GR SU819589) or from the roundabout at junction 4a of the M3 (GR SU839568).
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Security:

Please remember that you may be subjected to random security checks at the main gate. All those who have pre-entered will be on a list given to security and should not need to show ID but please being photo ID (e.g. driving licence, passport) for whoever is driving, just in case. Please allow sufficient time for possible vehicle checks. 
For entry on the day (E.O.D) you will be required to bring photo ID. You are more likely to have your ID and vehicle checked. Please allow enough time for this possibility. You need also to bring your BOF membership card if you have one.
Car Parking:

There will be no charge for car parking. Parking is on hard standing within the base itself. Please follow the signs and directions of the officials. (See map below for more details.)

Facilities:

Enquiries, E.O.D Registration, Download, Results, First Aid, Wilfs and Ultrasport will all be within the main Assembly area. 
Toilets are in the gym just across the car park from the Assembly area. These will be signed. The Army have kindly allowed us to use their facilities. Therefore, please make sure that no muddy shoes are worn in the changing rooms and toilets. Spikes are OK. Those who wish will be able to use the showers.

Courses close at 15:00

Dogs:

Are allowed but should be kept on a lead. You may come across dog walkers in the forest. Please be aware that not all walkers will have full control of their pets.
Emit Cards:

We will be using the Emit system. All pre-hired emit cards can be picked up from the Emit hire table in the barn to the side of the car park in the Assembly area. Lost cards will be charged at £40.00.
Competitors are reminded that it is their responsibility to prove that they have visited each control. Back up cards can be collected from Enquiries.
Entry on the Day:

There will be limited entry on the day for Regional courses, subject to map availability. BOF members must produce their cards when registering to get discounted entries. (See below)
Registration will be in the barn to the side of the car park in the Assembly area. The control descriptions will be collectable from Enquiries.
New BOF regulations:

In line with new regulations brought in by BOF as of the 1st January 2007, there will be a £2 discount for Senior BOF members Entry on the Day Fees for those entering the Regional event only. This is subject to production of a current BOF card. Please note that the discount will not be given with out a current BOF card.

Colour Coded Courses:

The courses on offer are White, Yellow, Orange, Red and Light Green. They will be available until the maps are sold out. Maps will be pre-marked. There will be one start for all courses.
String Course:

A free string course has been provided. It is located en route to the start and will be signed (approx. 400m from assembly). Please take care when leaving the car park as you may have to cross the flow of traffic. The string course will use part of the army assault course area and parents are advised that we cannot accept responsibility for children playing on any equipment either before or after they run.
Control Descriptions:

Available on the website (www.bko.org.uk) and also limited numbers at Enquiries.
Map and Terrain:

Hawley and Hornley is a very fast area for Orienteering and therefore the courses lengths are further than normal. The area is relatively flat. It is split into 4 areas. The northern area is typical open Surrey heath-land criss-crossed with many paths.  The eastern area is very runnable coniferous plantation with a well-defined ride and path network. The Central area is mixed deciduous and coniferous woodland. To the south-west area is a rough open area, traversed only by the longer courses: route choice will be important for fast running. Around this area is a fence that is in poor condition but has some high sections, duly mapped as such. To help you, crossing points have been marked where there is a gap in the high fence and also where the high fence changes to either a low fence or a ruined fence. It is advisable, but not compulsory, to use one of these crossing points. Accordingly, lines between controls have been broken where they cross the high fence.

The area has numerous small rhododendron thickets and minor pits excavated by the army that are not mapped. They do not affect control sites, but some of the thickets have grown since they were deemed to be insignificant on a previous edition of the map so it is possible that you may encounter some ‘extra green’ part-way along a leg.
The map was updated in 2006 and is 1:10,000. Please note that maps will be pre-printed on waterproof paper and therefore will not be bagged.
Shadowing Junior Competitors:

This is not allowed on the Regional Courses. Anyone wishing to remain competitive must have completed their own course before shadowing a competitor on a Colour Coded course.
Start:

Due to security, there will be Army Personnel manning entry and exit gates to the base. This should not affect competitors but is to prevent members of the public from entering the base.
Care needs to be taken when crossing the assembly area due to incoming traffic when proceeding to the start. The walk to the start is 500m so please allow enough time to get there (10/15 mins).
You will have been allocated a start time so please be prompt.

Call up is at -4 in the base. There will be plenty of space in which to warm up.

The maps for courses 1 and 2 are in two parts; the second part is printed on the back of part one. 

There is no course 10. 
Courses close at 15:00. Competitors who think that they will be unable to complete the course in this time must retire and report to Download.
Finish:

The finish is the same for both Regional and Colour Coded competitors. It will be manned but it is each competitor’s responsibility to ensure that they register with the finish control block. Squash and water will be located close to the finish. From there please proceed to download.
Download:

From the finish the route to download is back into the base to the car park. Download will be situated in the barn in the North Eastern corner of the car park with Enquiries, E.O.D etc. 

Hired Emit cards will be collected but not maps, so please do not show your map to any competitors who have not already run.
All Competitors must download even if they retire and do not finish the course.
Results:

Provisional results will be posted in the assembly area at various intervals during the event. Full results will be posted on the BKO website (www.bko.org.uk). Printed copies will be posted to those who have requested them on their entry form and sent in a SAE.
Complaints and Protests:

Any competitor who wishes to make a complaint should go to Enquiries to discuss the matter with the Organiser. If, after a consultation, the complainant is unhappy with the decision, s/he may wish to raise a protest. Protests should be made in writing to the Controller at the event, accompanied by a fee of £5 (refundable if the protest is upheld). The protest will be dealt with in accordance with BOF Rule 9.3. If required, a Jury will be convened and a written report prepared.
Safety:

All competitors are advised to carry a whistle. Should the weather dictate that cagoules need to be worn e.g. strong cold winds with snow or heavy rain, then this will be advised in the Assembly Area and on the way to the Start. The organisers will not make cagoules compulsory without good reason, but if this is necessary, then competitors will not be allowed to start without the appropriate equipment. 
When proceeding to the start care needs to be taken when crossing the assembly area due to incoming traffic. 

The First Aid post will be located in the assembly area. Back up First Aiders will also be available if needed.
Cyclists, Horse Riders, Walkers and Dog Walkers all use the forest paths and due consideration must be given to them by all competitors.

Any Competitor travelling alone is advised to leave their car keys at Enquiries. On the front of the envelope provided please write your name, club, class and start time. Please leave an emergency contact name and number inside.
As the wood is used for military training do not touch any suspicious objects you may find.
